Analysing Responses Using Excel – Charts

You will need to be able to use your data to produce a range of graphs and charts. Charts can be useful as they often make pages of data easier to understand.
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There are several types of chart that you can choose from, including line chart, bar chart and pie chart. Different types of chart are appropriate in different circumstances, and you cannot choose an n exploding doughnut chart just because it looks pretty! The question is, does it make the data clearer than a table or figures?

Chapter 6 in the Dida textbook will take you through this part of the project.

You need to be able to show the following outcomes through your use of charts:

· Copy cells to a new worksheet;

· Select appropriate data for your charts;

· Create a pie chart;

· Create data labels;

· Create a bar chart;

· Add a header and footer;

· Print selected areas.

Remember!

You must make sure you chart is “fit for purpose” – you will get no credit for an inappropriate chart.
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
