Gathering Information for club launch publications – Information point

Sometimes you will not be able to get all the information you need from secondary sources.

When this happens you will need to gather information yourself from primary sources.

You could:


	
	Conduct an interview. Face to face / telephone / letter – who can you interview?
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	Carry out a survey. Ask questions / analyse the data
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	Exchange email. Can you e-mail one of your activity choices?
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	Take photographs. Think about the activity space / what else is on offer?

What pictures could you take?
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	Record a sound clip. 
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	Produce a video clip.


Think about the choice for the activity space – what’s on?

Think about what else is on offer?

What information can you gather? Where will you need to go? What could you gather in the school? What images / pictures could you take? What can you gather outside of school?

You must have evidence of gathering primary sources of information as well as your survey!

You must use primary sources in your information point.

You must be aware of any legislation concerning the use of information.

In the information point you must have a feature about your chosen activity and what else is on offer.

You must use relevant images including at least two from primary sources.
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
